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To Review from last Sunday:

Rosh Hashanah: The Feast of Trumpets or New Years.  It is usually celebrated in September.  It lasted for 10 days.
· A time of self Examination   .
· A time to remember God’s Provisions   .
· A time to anticipate God’s Favor   .
· A call to get ready for the Kings Return   .
(Leviticus 23:23-25 & Numbers 29:1-6)

Yom Kippur:  The Day of Atonement.  On the 10th day after Rosh Hashanah.

· A time to remember God’s forgiveness of our Sins   
· A time to remember the removal of our Sins   .(Psalm 103:12)

· A time to remember God’s Love , Grace , & Mercy   .
(Leviticus 23:26-32 & Numbers 29:7-11)
Sukkot: The Feast of Tabernacles, Booths, Shelters.  5 days after Yom Kippur.  This party lasted for 7 days. 

“Remember that this seven-day festival to the LORD-the Festival of Shelters-begins on the fifteenth day of the appointed month, after you have harvested all the produce of the land….On the first day gather branches from magnificent trees-palm fronds, boughs from leafy trees, and willows that grow by the streams.  Then celebrate with joy before the LORD your God for seven days…This is a permanent law for you, and it must be observed in the appointed month from generation to generation.  For seven days you must live outside in little shelters…..This will remind each new generation of Israelites that I made their ancestors live in shelters when I rescued them from the land of Egypt.  I am the LORD your God.”
Leviticus 23:39-43 NLT
There were three ceremonies the people performed:

1. They moved out of their houses and lived in Tents   .
2. They carried torches around the City   .
“I will make you a light to the Gentiles, and you will bring my salvation to the ends of the earth.”  Isaiah 49:6 NLT
3. They carried water from the Pool of Siloam to the Temple.

“For the earth will be full of the knowledge of the LORD as the waters cover the sea.”  Isaiah 11:9 NIV
There are three things we can apply to our lives today:
1. Regardless of our current life circumstances, we need to keep our Focus   on God and His GPS system.
· Bible
· Prayer
· Our   Christian   Family   .
2. Remember what God has done in the Past   .
“Do not forget that he led you through the great and terrifying wilderness with its poisonous snakes and scorpions, where it was so hot and dry.  He gave you water from the rock!  He fed you with manna in the wilderness …He did all this so you would never say to yourself, ‘I have achieved this wealth with my own strength and energy.’  Remember the LORD your God.  He is the one who gives you power to be successful….”  Deuteronomy 8:15-18 NLT

“But when the Jewish Feast of Tabernacles was near…..On the last and greatest day of the Feast, Jesus stood and said in a loud voice, ‘If anyone is thirsty let him come to me and drink.  Whoever believes in me, as the Scripture has said, streams of living water will flow from within him.’”  
John 7:2, 37-38 NIV
3. Put your confidence in the Priciples   of God’s Word.

“The LORD said to Moses….‘Throughout the generations to come you are to make tassels on the corners of your garments, with a blue cord on each tassel.  You will have these tassels to look at and so you will remember all the commands of the LORD.”  Numbers 15:37-39 NIV (see also Deut. 22:12)
“But for you who fear my name, the Sun of Righteousness will rise with healing in his wings.  And you will go free, leaping with joy like calves let out to pasture.”  Malachi 4:2 NLT
· The traditional Jewish shawl, robe, cloak, with tassels on the four corners is called a tallit.  
“As Jesus was on his way, the crowds almost crushed him.  And a woman was there who had been subject to bleeding for twelve years, but no one could heal her.  She came up behind him and touched the edge (fringe) of his cloak, and immediately her bleeding stopped.  ‘Who touched me?’ Jesus asked.  When they all denied it, Peter said, ‘Master, the people are crowding and pressing against you.’  But Jesus said, ‘Someone touched me; I know that power has gone out from me.’  Then the woman, seeing that she could not go unnoticed, came trembling and fell at his feet.  In the presence of all the people, she told why she had touched him and how she had been instantly healed.  Then he said to her, ‘Daughter, your faith has healed you.  Go in peace.”  Luke 8:42-48 NIV
· The English translation of the edge or fringe of Jesus tallit, in Hebrew is also referred to as arba kanfot, or four wings.
· Today, we anoint people with oil (James 5:14) as we pray for their healing.

· We lay our hands on the sick as we pray for them.

· We sing out praises to God believing God inhabits the praises of His people. (Psalm 22:3)

· We give our tithes and offerings to the Lord believing that in response God will throw open the windows of heaven and pour out a blessing so great you won’t have enough room to take it in. 
(Malachi 3:8-11)

All of these Old Testament ‘word pictures’ remind us that God and God alone, has exactly what is right for exactly what is wrong in your life.
