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The greatest legacy you will leave is not money but relationships and what you have done for God and His Church!!

1. Live out God’s PURPOSE for your life.

“…for after David had done the will of God in his own generation, he died and was buried with his ancestors, and his body decayed.”  Acts 13:36 NLT

2. Ask God for His BEST.
“I have seen something else under the sun:  The race is not to the swift or the battle to the strong, nor does food come to the wise or wealth to the brilliant or favor to the learned; but time and chance happen to them all.  Moreover, no man knows when his hour will come:  As fish are caught in a cruel net, or birds are taken in a snare, so men are trapped by evil times that fall unexpectedly upon them.”  Ecclesiastes 9:11-12 NIV

3. Ask God for your BOAZ.
“So Ruth went out to gather grain behind the harvesters, And as it happened she found herself working in a field that belonged to Boaz…Come over here, and help yourself to some food.  You can dip your bread in the sour wine….She ate all she wanted and still had some left over….Let her gather grain right among the sheaves without stopping her.  And pull out some heads of barley from the bundles and drop them on purpose for her.  Let her pick them up, and don’t give her a hard time….He is showing his kindness to us as well as to your dead husband….You might be harassed in other fields, but you’ll be safe with him.”  Ruth 2:3, 14-16, 20, 22 NLT    See also, Deuteronomy 23:3
4. Choose to live in God’s GRACE zone.

“One day Abraham said to his oldest servant…Swear by the LORD, the God of heaven and earth, that you will not allow my son to marry one of these local Canaanite women.  Go instead to my homeland, to my relatives, and find a wife there for my son Isaac…..He will send his angel ahead of you, and he will see to it that you find a wife there for my son…..Then he loaded ten of Abrahams camels with all kinds of expensive gifts from his master….There he went to the town where Abraham’s brother Nahor had settled.  He made the camels kneel beside a well just outside the town.  It was evening, and the women were coming out to draw water. ‘O LORD, God of my master, Abraham,’ he prayed, ‘Please give me success today, and show unfailing love to my master, Abraham.”  Genesis 24: 2-4, 7, 10-12 NLT

Success = qarah   The same word as ‘happen’ from Ecclesiastes 9:11
“But where sin increased, grace increased all the more, so that, just as sin reigned in death, so also grace might reign through righteousness to bring eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”  Romans 5:20-21 NIV

“My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.  Therefore I will boast all the more gladly about my weaknesses, so that Christ’s power may rest on me.  That is why, for Christ’s sake, I delight in weaknesses, in insults, in hardships, in persecutions, in difficulties.  For when I am weak then I am strong.”   2 Corinthians 12:9-10 NIV
